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Introduction

We all awoke this summer to civil protest
which drew hundreds of thousands of
people into the streets calling for social
justice and a socialist state. We awoke
to a new language, a language that we
can relate to, a language that speaks of
rights for women and for humanity.

But that is not all.This is also a battle for
equality. Women and children are the
most likely to become victims of sexual
assault. Sexual violence is an expression

of their weakened status in a male-
dominated, hierarchical, militaristic and
capitalistic society. Sexual violence is
the worst expression of social inequality
between men and women.The battle
against this inequality is a battle for the
women that society has failed to protect
by not providing them with equal job
opportunities, child care assistance,
equal education or legislation that
ensures religious and civil equality.

The Rape Crisis Centers work to improve
equality in the community through
education and prevention, through
formal and informal education and by
creating job opportunities. ARCCl uses
a spokesperson, public relations and
public campaigns in order to expose
the conspiracy of silence surrounding
sexual violence.

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About Us

The Association of Rape Crisis Centers
in Israel (ARCCI) is the umbrella
organization of Rape Crisis Centers
throughout Israel. The Rape Crisis
Centers provide individual assistance
(both emotional and practical) to
victims of sexual assault, while ARCCI
works at the national level to promote
social changes. ARCCI works to increase
the rights of victims of sexual assault,
improve the services provided to them,
reduce sexual violence crimes to a
minimum and in the long run —eliminate
the phenomenon and remove it
completely from Israeli society.

ARCCI runs different types of activities
in parallel in order to combat this

destructive phenomenon, which is so
deeply rooted in Israeli society. These
activities include a lobby group and
legislative initiatives, legal action, the
use of media to increase awareness and
publication of an annual report detailing
calls to the Rape Crisis Centers.

ARCCI and the Rape Crisis Centers
are the only organizations in Israel
that provide emergency assistance to
victims of sexual assault and are the
only agencies dedicated to completely
combating sexual assault in Israel.

The Rape Crisis Centers operate
nationwide 24 hour emergency hotlines.
They offer support for the victims, hold
private meetings with them, offer
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Crisis Center
directors

support and advice throughout legal
procedures and run support groups.
The Rape Crisis Centers hold educational
workshops to increase awareness and
provide training services to professionals.
Dozens of women and professionals, as
well as over one thousand volunteers,
assist women and men from all sectors
of the population, including Bedouins,
Ethiopians, Russians, Arabs, orthodox
and ultra-orthodox men and women,
migrant workers and refugees.

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Calls made to the Centers

In 2010, the Rape Crisis Centers received
39,830 requests for assistance. This is
16% more than the number of calls
during the previous year. 7,858 of those
calls were from new callers who had
never before been treated in the centers
- an increase of 3.5% compared to the
year before.

Approximately one quarter (24%) of
the callers reported ongoing violence,
meaning that the victim had been
repeatedly attacked by the same
attacker or attackers, in more than one
incident of over a period of several
years.
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Most reported incidents
of sexual violence were
against children and
youth

Most of the assaults reported to the
Rape Crisis Centers were against girls
and boys under the age of 18.67% of
the victims who contacted the Rape
Crisis Centers in 2010 were under 18
years old. 34% of the calls to the Rape
Crisis Centers in 2010 reported attacks
against girls under the age of 12.

65% of reports of sexual
assault against children
under 12 were made by
the victim's parents or
family members

Most incidents of sexual attacks against
children under 12 years of age were
reported by a parent or another family
member.Only 10% were reported by a
caregiver such as a teacher, counselor
or therapist. 22% of attacks against
teenagers were reported by parents
and family members and 15% by care
providing organizations.
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Delaying reports

The majority of the reports were made
many years after the attacks actually
occurred. In many cases, feelings of
guilt and shame made it difficult for the
victims to break their silence. Children
and youth often have real difficulty
understanding that the traumatic
experience that they went through
was actually sexual assault. Educational
initiatives and increasing awareness
often help children understand what
happened to them, causing them to
seek assistance and even put an end to
the assault.

For most underage victims it takes years
until they have the courage to contact
rape crisis centers.

There are several reasons for this:

At the time of the assault itself, the

victim was occupied with her own
psychological survival. She is usually
unable to process the reality of the
assault, much less share the trauma with
others.

Many women are able to process the
assault only at an older, more mature
stage in their lives.

Most attacks against children occur
within their closest surroundings: at
home, in school, in youth groups, etc.
Therefore any mention of the attack
evokes intense pressure and many
concerns and fears.

Many victims prefer to keep quiet
because they fear that they will not be
believed.They feel guilty and ashamed
and sometimes find it difficult to express
what they experienced in words.
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Percentage of reports 2-10
years after the attack
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Most victims know their attacker

Of the victims who reported their
attacker’s identity to the Rape Crisis
Centers, over 87% reported that they
were acquainted with their attacker.
This fact coincides with international
research that shows that most cases of
sexual assault occur between people
who know each other. These facts

contradict the common assumption
that strangers are the greatest risk. Many
parents warn their children not to speak
to strangers or take candy from them,
when in fact, most children are victims
of people with whom they are familiar
or even people responsible for their well
being.
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60 support groups

In order to assist victims of sexual assault
in coping with the trauma, guilt feelings
and society’s conspiracy of silence, the
Rape Crisis Centers run support groups
to provide victims with a safe place to
discuss the attack and its implications.

60 support groups for
victims were held in
2010

The Rape Crisis Centers run a range of
support groups for different types of
victims - victims of incest and assault
during childhood, for mothers of victims,
drug and alcohol addicts, teenage girls
at risk, victims with eating disorders and
more...

In 2010, for the first time, two support
groups were organized for the ultra-
orthodox community — one group for
mothers of child victims of sexual assault
and the other for teenage girls. The
groups were suited to the experiences
of mothers and girls from the ultra-
orthodox community, to support the
emotional reactions that are typical for
this type of assault, specifically when
they occur within a closed community
with a specific culture.

Complaints
to the police

Approximately 20% of the victims who
contacted the Rape Crisis Centers filed
police reports following their attack.
After the verdict in Moshe Kazav’s trial
was handed down, an unprecedented
number of complaints of sexual violence
were filed. During January, 2011, 178
such reports were filed, compared to
an average of 130 reports in January
during each of the previous three years
(36% increase).
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3,344 legal assistance

meetings

Our project which provides legal
assistance to victims of sexual
crimes was instituted in 1996 in
order to protect the rights of victims
of sexual crimes during criminal
legal proceedings and provide for
their unique needs, accompany and
support them throughout the criminal
proceedings and improve cooperation
between the different agencies
responsible for these victims (police,
legal department, courts). In addition,
the project coordinators provide
professional instruction to police
investigators and lawyers, keeping
them updated on the latest research
regarding victims’ experiences, care-
giving techniques and how to meet
their social needs.

Other than conducting criminal
proceedings, there are other, civil legal
procedures that victims can pursue
in order to receive compensation
for the assault they suffered. These
procedures include punitive damages,
appeals to the Labor court according
to sexual harassment laws, victims
who experience sexual assault during
army service can place a claim with
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the Ministry of Defence, claims to the
National Insurance Institute (Social
Security) to recognize sexual assault as
a disability, etc.

Victims do not yet have the right to
legal assistance and many of them cover
high legal expenses from their own
resources. ARCCI and the Rape Crisis
Centers worked this year to increase the
number of lawyers willing to initiate civil
suits pro bono.

Over the course of the past year, the
Rape Crisis Centers initiated a project
to promote cooperation between the
centers’legal departments and the Israel
Bar Association Pro Bono Program, in
order to assist victims of sexual crimes
who cannot afford to pay for legal
services.The program aims to make the
legal processes more accessible and to
protect the rights of those who cannot
afford legal expenses. The program
provides civil legal assistance only.
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Social change
through legislation

The legal battle against sexual
violence was high on the Knesset’s
agenda during the past year. ARCCI
initiated dozens of discussions in
difference Knesset committees -
the Constitution, Law and Justice
Committee, the Committee on the
Status of Women and the Labor,
Welfare and Health Committee -
in all of which we presented the
experience and perspective of the
victims. During its last session, the
Knesset passed three important
laws that forbid photographing the
victims, protect the public from the
risks posed by sexual offenders and
forbid prostitution advertisement.
ARCClI was also involved in drafting
rules and regulations for procedures
such as handling cases of sexual
harassment against female migrant
workers, formulating different ethical
codes for the media and more.
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After the exposure of victims’ personal
information in cases that implicated
senior officials over the past few years,
including in some cases slander and
violation of the victim’s dignity and right

to privacy, ARCCI promoted
additional protection for
the victims by forbidding
the media to photograph
and harass them.gefore the

new amendment, the law provided
only partial protection for the
victims by forbidding publication of
personal details that could make them
identifiable to the public.In many cases,
personal information about the victims
was revealed through the publication
of pictures, detailed descriptions of
the assault against them or other
information that made them identifiable
to people that knew them.

After the amendment, the
publication prohibition
was extended to include
any information that
could make the victims
identifiable within their

immediate surroundings
(whether by publishing details which
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could be used to identify them or people
close to them or by publishing full or
partial pictures of the victims).The law
also forbids photographing the victims
in a manner that could be considered
harassment and without the victims’
consent. Breaking this law is punishable
by six months imprisonment.
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Legal consultation and
representation

ARCCI’s legal department represesnts
the organization in legal procedures,
provides consultation for Rape Crisis
Centers’ legal coordinators and
provides victims with legal assistance
on key issues. Over the past year,
the legal department has worked
tirelessly to change legal discourse
and increasingly guarantee the rights
of the victims of sexual violence
through the use of legal procedures;
becoming an amicus curiae in the trial
of Ofer Glazer, a businessman accused
of crimes of sexual harassment;
removing automatic suppression
orders of investigations of sexual
crimes; submitting petitions to the
Israeli High Court of Justice (HCJ)
regarding the victim’s status in
criminal proceedings: a petition
submitted with the human rights
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organization Yesh Din and the
Noga Center for Representation of
Crime Victims protested the State
Attorney’s ruling that restricted
the victims’ right to view material
collected during the investigation;
a petition regarding the parole
board’s decision to reduce rapist
army officer Ataf Zahar's sentence; a
petition against the decision to close
a sexual harassment case in violation
of the Investigation and Testimony
Procedural Act (as described below);
and a petition submitted with
Physicians for Human Rights - Israel
and Kav LaOved - Worker’s Hotline
regarding the lack of gynecological
care available to refugees imprisoned
in the Saharonim Detention Center.

requesting to re-open the inquiry case
of sexual harassment against a disabled
woman employed as a cleaner.

Studies show that the percentage of
people with intellectual disabilities
who fall victim to sexual crimes and
violence is higher than the percentage
of victims of these types of crimes
within the general population. Not
only are people with disabilities more
vulnerable than others but the disability
itself makes it more difficult for them to
report the crime, to be questioned and
to give accurate testimony. Due to these
factors, many sexual offenses which
involve people with disabilities never
reach legal proceedings.

ARCCI petitioned the
High Court of Justice
(6210/11) protesting
the decision to close
the sexual harassment
case filed by a disabled
woman.

The focus of this petition was the
state attorney’s decision to close
the investigation of a report filed by
a contracted employee with slight
intellectual disability who worked as a
cleaner, in which she complained that a
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permanent employee at her workplace
sexually harassed and indecently
assaulted her.

The petition harshly criticizes the
way that the authorities handled her
complaint, which was flawed enough
to require that the case be reopened.
It also demands that the investigation
be completed while making all of
the accommodations necessary to
investigate the petitioner as defined
by the Investigation and Testimony
Procedural Act (Accommodations
for Persons with Mental or Cognitive
Disabilities), passed in 2005. The goal
was to disclose the truth and force
the prosecution and the enforcement
authorities to carry out their significant
roles in combating instances of sexual
harassment in the workplace and
providing a safe working environment
for all women, including women
belonging to the weakest sectors and
groups in our society.
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The Knesset joins the
battle against sexual

violence

The political arena and the different
government organizations in Israel
have a very strong influence on
protecting the status and rights of
victims of sexual violence and on the
ability to work to defeat this type of
violence. ARCCI works with decision
makers in the Knesset and in the
government to increase awareness
of sexual violence, of the severe
consequences of this type of violence
and the importance of preventing
and overcoming it. It aims to influence
the policies, budget allocations,
legislation, implementation and
enforcement in order to achieve these
goals. ARCCl initiates and participates
in different Knesset committee
meetings which discuss sexual
violence. It also works to promotes
new legislation and amendments,
meets with ministers, Knesset
members and their representatives
and presents the work done by ARCCI
and the Rape Crisis Centers.

Twelve years to the day that the law
preventing sexual harassment in the
workplace was passed, ARCCl held a
special day of debates in the Knesset to
increase awareness of sexual harassment
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in the workplace. This initiative was
part of a joint project with Shatil (an
organization that promotes social
change). Coordinators, activists and
volunteers at the Rape Crisis Centers
as well as representatives of women'’s
rights organizations took part in this
special day.

The Speaker of the Knesset and the
Secretary General joined the effort
and for the first time ever, the Knesset
devoted a day to increasing awareness
of sexual harassment, understanding that
it is the responsibility of those elected by
the people to make the public aware of
the existence of sexual harassment and
explain the need to work to overcome
the phenomenon. On this day, Knesset
members took upon themselves, as policy
makers and employers, to send a clear
social message to the public as well as to
employers throughout the country:there
is an urgent need to take practical steps
against sexual harassment in general
and in the workplace in particular. This
is especially crucial considering that
sexual harassment is known as a one of
the main obstacles in the path of women
attempting to join the workforce.
During this awareness day, the central

committees in the Knesset held special
discussions: a joint debate between
the Foreign Affairs and Defense
Committee and the Committee on the
Status of Women on the issue of sexual
harassment in the army; a debate was
held by the Immigration and Absorption
Committee on the issue of sexual
harassment of new immigrants; the
Education Committee discussed sexual
harassment in the school system; the
Subcommittee on Trafficking in Women
held a debate on sexual harassment of
female work migrants and the Labor,
Welfare and Health Committee discussed
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sexual harassment as an obstacle in
the path of women attempting to find
employment.

In addition, some Knesset members and
government Ministers participated in a
workshop focused on preventing sexual
harassment which was held for the
first time. The workshop was directed
by Merav Michaeli and ARCCI’s legal
advisor.

The day concluded with a debate in the
Knesset plenum during which Knesset
members gave one-minute long
speeches presenting their points of view
and positions on the issue at hand.

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Over 11,000 workshops
and lectures

Sexual violence is a social
phenomenon in which a position of
power is established over another
person, whether between men and
women, between an individual and
a group or between a child and an
adult.The Rape Crisis Centers' job is
to provide emergency assistance to
victims of sexual violence.The Rape
Crisis Centers' education department
receives the rare opportunity to
discuss sexual violence with youth
and encourage ways to prevent its
occurrence. Instructors from the
Rape Crisis Centers give workshops
and lectures on the topic in places
such as schools, informal educational
frameworks, and programs for
teenagers at risk. The workshops
focus on increasing awareness of
sexual assault and sexual harassment,
encouraging assertiveness and
encouraging relationships between
the genders that are based on
equality, mutual respect and free
consent. In addition, the Rape Crisis
Centers work to train educators and
teachers to initiate activities for the
parents to keep them informed and
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give them the tools to identify young
victims of assault, to provide the
initial emergency assistance that the
victim needs and to promote a society
that is free of sexual violence.

Over the past year, the
Rape Crisis Centers ran
an innovative project
training educational-
therapist staff to
educate teenagers
at risk in community
centers.

Statistics show that there is a tight
correlation between exposure to
sexual assault at a young age and the
probability of dropping out of school
as well as dangerous behavior during
the teen years. Therefore, it is especially
crucial to work with at-risk teens, with
the care-givers and volunteers that work
with them.

The project is comprised of three
different elements that complement
each other: training staff and providing
them with the tools needed to handle

sexual trauma; training volunteers to
provide information, encourage dialogue
and educate on methods of assistance
for teenagers; and an educational
program for teens covering personal
space and boundaries, aggressiveness
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and violence, sexual violence, facts and
myths about sexual violence, violent
relationships, peer pressure and sexual
harassment on the internet.

Over 20% of all women
feel unsafe from sexual
harassment in their

workplace

As part of the education and
awareness program, the educational
department is active in different
workplaces working to promote
a more equal and respectful
organizational culture.

Our goal is to increase
awareness of sexual
harassment and its
implications amongst
the employees and
make places of work
safer and capable
of handling cases of
sexual harassmentin a
professional manner as
required by law.

Sexual harassment, as defined by
law, is disrespect of a person, of his
or her personal dignity and his or her
right to equality. The Prevention of
Sexual Harassment in the Workplace
Law was passed in 1998 in order to
change social norms that were based
on inequality between genders and
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to create a more appropriate, equal
and respectful working environment.
According to a survey run by the
Ministry of Industry, Trade and Labor
in 2010, over 20% of all women do
not feel safe from incidents of sexual
harassment at their work place.

Over the course of 2011, togetherwith
the Union of Local Authorities in Israel,
we held a course to train women in
charge of the prevention of sexual
harassment in their municipalities.
The purpose of this course, like other
similar courses, was to give these
women the knowledge, qualifications
and professional tools that they
need to enable them to carry out
their responsibilities in the best way
possible - whether by organizing
educational activities or planning
prevention methods, or in situations
that require their involvement when a
case of sexual harassment is reported.
During the course, the participants met
with professionals in different fields
such as legal representatives, police
officers and organizational consultants

to understand different aspects of
sexual harassment and violence.
Twenty women, who were assigned
this position under the Prevention of
Sexual Harassment in the Workplace
Law, participated in the course. The
structure of the training courses in the
municipalities was designed in a joint
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effort with Ms. Soni Banet, Assistant
Director of Educational Programs and
Training at the Union of Local Authorities
in Israel.The programs are accompanied
by Ms. Shula Agami, the Sexual
Harassment Prevention Consultant at

the Union of Local Authorities.

2,240 lectures
for professionals

The Rape Crisis Centers for victims
of rape and sexual assault attribute
great value to maintaining contact
with different therapists, and
therefore work to strengthen this
connection and deepen cooperation
with them for the benefit of sexual
assault victims as well as the care
providers who are responsible for the
victims.Therapy sessions with victims
of sexual assault are unlike other
types of therapy. Just hearing the
intense description of the traumatic
experience brings on emotions that
influence the therapists’ ability to
balance the professional requirement
to be accepting and empathetic, with
the need to protect their own sense of
personal safety and inner identity.

We offer a series of training courses,
guidance and support for professional
therapists, psychotherapists and
psychiatrists, doctors and law enforcers
who treat victims of sexual assault and
need guidance in this area.The courses
are given by leading and experienced
therapists in the field.

The Rape Crisis Center for Arab Victims
of Sexual Assault held a training course
for the first time this year, for directors
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of the Warm Homes Project for young
girls at risk in Arab cities and villages.
The course aimed to help the directors
understand the trauma of sexual
assault and its influence on the victims,
teach them how to assist and support
the victims and familiarize them with
the services available and the rights
of the victims in legal proceedings.

The cooperation
between the Rape Crisis
Centers and the Warm
Homes project helps
improve the support
provided to the victims
and enables direct
communication with
the staff in order to give
professional counseling
and advice as needed.

This year, we also achieved
unprecedented cooperation agreements
with the Population, Immigration and
Border Terminal Authority within the
Ministry of Interior. The routine work
done by private nursing care agencies
requires that the agency protect the
rights of foreign laborers who came to
Israel to be employed in nursing care.

The employee’s encounters with their
employers or with family members
living with the employer can result
in situations in which there is a risk of
sexual harassment or sexual harm. In
order to assist the private agencies and
the social workers they employ, we've
formed a partnership with social worker
Renana Levi, the National Supervisor of
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social workers in private agencies of the
Immigration Authority. The innovative
project included a unique seminar
geared to social workers in private
agencies, which aimed to help them
acquire basic tools for handling cases of
sexual harm that come up in the field.
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The voices of the

victims

ARCCI works hard to expand and
deepen public discourse on sexual
assault. The media is a major
contributor to public awareness
promotion and is an important,
significant agent in the effort to bring
about change in society. When the
topic of sexual assault is discussed
in the media, there is an increase in
public awareness of sexual assault as
a widespread problem which requires
thorough and intensive attention and
women are encouraged to contact
crisis centers. Media coverage helps
break the conspiracy of silence and
shame that is typical of society’s
attitude towards victims of sexual
assault.

This past year, one of the most explosive
cases reached its conclusion when the
Supreme Court rejected Moshe Katzav’s
appeal and decided to retain the court
decision to convict him of rape, sexual
harassment and disruption of legal
proceedings and sentence him to seven
years in jail and an additional two years
on probation.

The case received wide coverage and
it was crucial to us, at ARCCI, to make
the voices of the victims heard in the
media and public discourse and express
admiration for their bravery.
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Over the course of the last year, ARCCI
led a widespread public campaign
centering on Katzav’s conviction and
sentencing while showing support
for Katzav’s victims. The message was
that Katzav should be brought to trial,
and hopefully convicted, as did indeed
happen, and also to use this opportunity
to lead a publicity campaign to educate
the public on different issues related
to sexual assault, while emphasizing
problems of sexual harassment in the
workplace and abuse of authority. We
aimed to explain the dynamics that
exist when a position of authority is
abused, to expose the dimensions of
sexual harassment in the workplace, to
break the conspiracy of silence and tell
victims that we believe them and that
they deserve justice.

The campaign included displays of
support and protest during the court
deliberations, an internet campaign
via social networks, interviews, op-eds
and newspaper adverts which describe
the treacherous journey that all victims
endure - feelings of guilt and shame,
harassment by the attacker and the
difficulties encountered during criminal
procedures.
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One-day Seminars

Over the past year, the Rape Crisis
Centers held one-day seminars on
topics such as “Memory repression’,
“Where there is room for forgiveness’,
“The criminal’s return to his home’
“The legal procedure for sexual
assault victims” and more. The
goal of these sessions is to present
issues related to sexual assault
before different audiences across
the country and to encourage public
discourse on the legal, psychological
and social issues that arise in relation
to sexual assault.

This year, we held a seminar on sexual
assault against men which dealt with
the therapeutic process of men who
were assaulted as children, the issue of
male victims within the religious and
ultra-orthodox communities and the
way that the media handles the subject
of male victims of sexual crimes.

In 2010, there was a
12% increase in the
number of male victims
of sexual assault who
contacted the Rape
Crisis Centers.

Unlike attacks against women, in
which 40% of the attackers are family
members or spouses, men are usually
assaulted by other figures of authority
(teachers, counselors, therapists, rabbis)
or by distant acquaintances.

Many men and boys who suffered from
sexual assault as children have a hard
time building their male identity and
integrating socially. These difficulties
are expressed by frustration, anger,
silence and loneliness. Some find it
difficult to form intimate relationships
and to perform sexually. Israeli society
ignores the existence and extent of this
problem.As a result, victims avoid asking
for help, fearing that they will be judged

even more harshly than their attacker.

The seminar, as well as other informative
activities on the issue of sexual assault
against men has the power to awaken
public discourse, increase awareness
of the existence of the problem, its
characteristics and ways of dealing
with it.
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The business sector
joins the struggle

The Association and the Rape Crisis
Centers for victims of sexual assault
in Israel work throughout the year to
raise funds from private contributors,
funds in Israel and abroad and from
the Israeli business sector.
Cooperation with the contributors,
funds and the business sector is not
only important from the financial
aspect but even more importantly, it
sends a message of the importance of
this issue and of the joint social effort
to overcome the existence of sexual
violence in Israeli society.

Over the past two years, as part of our
cooperation with the business sector,
the Association and the Rape Crisis
Centers initiated and organized different
fund raisers and eventsto raise funds
from businesses that chose to support
our activities.

This year was the eighth year in which
a fund raising campaign was run along

with the Super-Pharm pharmacy chain.

During the campaign, stores belonging
to the chain sold packages of greeting
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cards. Super-Pharm raised a record
amount of donations to the Association
and the Rape Crisis Centers.

The Mega supermarket chain store
also took part in a special fund raising
campaign for the Rape Crisis Centers
in the peripheral areas. The centers
working in the periphery deal daily
with problems related to the physical
distance from the center of the country
as well as social complexity. The
campaign included a launching event,
attended by female Knesset members,
advisor to the Prime Minster on
Women'’s Rights Issues and other public
female figures and received wide media
coverage.

A fund raising campaign run with
the Paz gas company promoted the
attempt to increase awareness of sexual
assault against children.Throughout the
campaign, dozens of convenience stores
in the Paz gas stations displayed signs
reporting that one in every six children
in Israel is sexually abused.

Together with the Royalty jewelry

chain, leading women in Israeli society
were asked to design jewelry and help
increase awareness of the important
activities performed devotedly by the

Association and the Rape Crisis Centers.

The jewelry was sold in an auction
in which all of the money raised was
dedicated to this important issue. The
auction received significant media
coverage.
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We, at ARCCI, thank
all of those who
contributed and
donated as well as the
funds and the business
that support our
activities. We consider
this a partnership with
which we can work to
eliminate the existence
of sexual violence from
Israeli society.
